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God’s Plan of Redemption III 

I. INTRODUCTION

1) Election (God’s choice of people to be saved)
2) The Gospel Call (proclaiming/hearing the message of the Gospel)
3) Regeneration (being born again)
4) Conversion (faith and repentance)
5) Justification (right legal standing; righteousness of Christ imputed)
6) Adoption (membership in God’s family)
7) Sanctification (growth in obedience and knowledge; increased conformity to Christ)
8) Perseverance (continuing in the faith; abiding in Christ)
9) Death (going to be with the Lord)
10) Glorification (receiving a resurrection body)


II. ADOPTION
(Eph. 1:4-5; Gal. 4:6; Rom. 8:14-17, 23; 1 John 3:1-3; John 1:12; 
Heb. 2:10-11) 

1. God predestined the believer’s adoption in Christ 



2. Christ’s redemptive work on the cross was for our adoption



3. The Spirit assures the believer that he or she is God’s child



4. We await the final stage of adoption in heaven


III. SANCTIFICATION
(Rom. 6:11-14, 8:13; Col. 3:5; Eph. 4:17-24; Rom. 12:2; 2 Cor. 3:18; 1 Pet.2:2; 1 John 1:8; James 3:2; Phil. 3:12; John 17:17; 1 Thess. 5:23; Phil: 2:12-13)


Article X, Of Sanctification, CHBC Statement of Faith
We believe that Sanctification is the process by which, according to the will of God, we are made partakers of his holiness; that it is a progressive work; that it is begun in regeneration; and that it is carried on in the hearts of believers by the presence and power of the Holy Spirit, the Sealer and Comforter, in the continual use of the appointed means, - especially, the word of God, self-examination, self-denial, watchfulness and prayer. 



1. Sanctification is positional (begins at regeneration)






2. Sanctification is progressive (increases throughout life)






3. Sanctification is never completed in this life
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4. Sanctification is both our work and God’s work



IV. PERSEVERANCE
(John 6:38-40, 10:27-29; Eph. 1:13-14; John 8:31; Col. 1:22-23; Matt. 7:21-23; 1 John 2:19)

Article XI, Of the Perseverance of Saints, CHBC Statement of Faith
We believe that such only are real believers as endure unto the end; that their persevering attachment to Christ is the grand mark which distinguishes them from superficial professors; that a special Providence watches over their welfare; and they are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation. 






1. All who are truly born again will persevere to the end






2. Only those who persevere to the end are truly born again






3. Those who finally fall away may give external signs of conversion
