Some of the Differences Between Christian Dating and Worldly Dating

· Immediate intimacy vs. future intimacy. 
· Exclusive time alone vs. group settings. 
· Complementarian vs. egalitarian. 
· Long periods of time together are not needed because what you’re after is the appropriate level of knowledge needed in order to decide if further commitment is desired and in order vs. you spend a great deal of time together (most of it alone) because you need to get to know the person more deeply than anyone else.
