e A Turning from Sin: Repentance
(Psalm 51; Luke 3:8-14; Acts 3:19)

o Evidenced by a Change of Mind:
Confession of Sin
(1 John. 1:9; James 5:16; etc.)

o Evidenced by a Change of Will:
Forsaking of Sin
(Acts 20:21; 2 Cor. 7:9, etc)

o Evidenced by a Change of
Emotion: Hatred of Sin
(Matt. 27:3; etc)

e A Turning to Christ: Faith
(Heb. 11; Eph. 2:8-9; etc.)



o Evidenced by a Change of Mind:
Confession of Christ
(Rom. 10:9-10)

o Evidenced by a Change of Will:
Trusting in Christ
(John. 3:16; Rom. 3:10-20;
Matt. 11:28-30, etc.)

o Evidenced by a Change of
Emotion: Love for Christ
(Matt. 22:37-38, etc.)

o An Extraordinary Act of Christ: Justification
(Rom. 3:21-26; Rom 4:25; Rom.5:9; etc.)

By Removing God’s Wrath: Propitiation
(Rom. 8:1; Heb. 2:17; Rom. 3:24-25;
1 John. 2:2; 4:10)

By Taking Our Punishment:
Substitutionary Atonement

(2 Cor. 5:21; 1 Pet. 2:24; 1 Pet. 3:18;
Isa. 53:5-6; etc.)
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¢ By Paying Our Debt: Redemption
(Isa. 44:21-23; John. 3:16-17; 1 Cor. 28-3];
Eph 1:7-8; Tit. 2:11-14, etc.)

e By Crediting His Righteousness:
Imputation
(Gen. 15:6; 2 Cor. 5:21; 1 Cor. 1:28-30;
Rom. 3:21-24)

o An Extraordinary Act of Grace: Union with Christ
(Eph. 1-2; 1 Cor. 15:22; Col. 1:13-14)

¢ We Belong to Him: Adoption
(Rom. 8:14-17; Gal. 3:23-26, Gal. 4:4-7, etc.)

¢ We Are Made Like Him: Sanctification
(Romans 6; 2 Cor. 3:18; Phil 3:13-14, etc.)

¢ We Are Kept by Him: Perseverance
(John. 6:38-40; John. 10:27-29; Mt. 7:21-23,
1 John. 2:19, etc.)

e We Will Be Perfected by Him: Glorification
(1 Cor. 15:51-52; John. 11:23-24, etc.)
