HOW TO START







Read aloud Isaiah 40:29-31. 
Then share: Most people 
wouldn't think it is possible 
to poke this straw through a 
potato. But it is possible as we 
can see. Sometimes, we face things 
that are bigger than we are—things that seem impossible like 
crossing the Red Sea. And during those times, we forget to 
consider God's role in that situation, just as we didn't consider 
the power of the straw to go through the potato.
 
 Have family members attempt to plunge the straw 
through the potato. They'll soon discover that the only way it 
works is when the angle and force are just right. Explain that this


Activity: Ask family members to recall Bible stories where God helped
overcome situations that seemed hopeless or impossible. Here are a few 
to get you started: God parts the Red Sea for Moses and the Israelites; 
God topples the walls of Jericho; Jesus feeds the 5,000 with just a small 
amount of food; Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead.
 After talking about these situations, hold up a potato and a 
straw.


SESSION 3 : Power of God, Living in God's will
Point : God is our only source of strength.


Supplies: You'll need straws, fresh baking potatoes, and a Bible.


        Ask:
        • How can I get this straw through the potato without bending
          it? (Drill a hole in the potato; you can't.)
         Discuss how this activity might seem impossible, then grip the
straw by pinching one end with your thumb and forefinger and plunge 
it into the potato at a right angle to the surface. You may want to 
practice this a few times to be sure you know 
how to do it. It will take the proper angle 
and amount of force for this to succeed.
 NOTE: If you can't find a 
fresh baking potato to do this with, 
you can use one that's been soaked 
in water for an hour.

Age Adjustment


HELP YOUNGER CHILDREN discover that God
is bigger than our biggest problems with this 
simple exercise. Have children share about a 
problem they think is really big (such as having 
trouble with school, being afraid of the dark, 
and so on). Tell them to imagine that problem 
is as big as their bed. Go to their bedroom and 
have them sit on their bed to imagine how it 
must feel to face such a big problem. Then explain 
that God's power is bigger than your house, 
your neighborhood, your city, and your world—
much bigger than their bed. 
This will help younger children discover the 
possibility of God's intervention by giving them 
a sense of perspective on God's great power.


is also how it is when it comes to situations we face that seem 
impossible: 
when we're in alignment with God's will–when we're trusting Him 
and accepting His guidance —He can penetrate our situation and 
help make things work out.

Read aloud or summarize James 
1:22-24.
- Then consider these questions:


• What does this story tell us? 
  (We should notice things that 
  are wrong in our lives; it's not 
  good to ignore things we're 
  doing wrong.)


Age Adjustment


Activity: Tell children you're going to
play a dress-up game. Blindfold a child
and then place some items of clothing 
on them, making sure to put at least 
one item on in a funny way. For 
example, you might place a sweater on 
inside-out; a scarf tied around the waist; 
or a belt wrapped around one leg. Lead 
the child to a large mirror and see how 
long it takes them to discover what item 
of clothing is out of place. Repeat this 
activity with all children at least a few 
times, making subtle changes for older children to discover and more 
obvious ones for younger children. Another way to "play" is to have 
the kids who aren't dressed silly sit at angles in front of the mirror 
and point out all the out-of-place clothing on the blindfolded child 
who is standing behind them (sort of a "What's Wrong with This 
Picture?" game).


SESSION 4 : Reflecting
Point : When we see something wrong with the way we act, we should fix it.


Supplies: You'll need clothing, a large mirror, and a Bible.


        Then ask:
        • What did you notice each time you looked in the mirror?
           (Something was out of place; there was something wrong
           about my clothes.)
        • How did you know something was out of place? (I know
          how things are supposed to 
          be; it looked funny.)


Help OLDER GHILDREN AND TEENAGERS 
discover the importance of "holding up a 
mirror'' to their actions by reviewing some 
decisions they've made in the last few months. 
Don't use this time to rehash the mistakes, 
however. Instead, help them to see what they 
could have done differently in certain instances. 
Be sure to include an example from your life as 
well, so it doesn't feel like you're punishing 
them all over again. Take time to learn from 
your mistakes and discover how to hold up 
that mirror to see what's right and what's 
wrong in behaviors and actions.

• What are we supposed to do when we see something that's 
  not right in our lives? (We should change it; we should ask God 
  what is right; we should do what God wants.)


• How do we know when something is out of place in our 
   lives? (It doesn't seem right; it goes against the Bible; parents tell 
   us.)


Share: We learn how to wear our clothes by watching our 
parents or our friends. We learn to live our lives by reading 
the Bible and listening to God's words. Just as we can tell 
when something is wrong in our clothing, we can tell when 
something doesn't match what Jesus would want us to do. 
When we see something that doesn't fit right, we need to 
listen to God, and do what He says. We need to fix the 
things that are wrong.
