Application Questions

1. To show God’s Love, we have to be connected to the power source, God Himself.  To be close does not count. Close is not good enough. Not 1 cm away, not 1 mm away. 
How has your connection been with Him? From a scale of 1 to 10. 1 being “Very Poor.” 10 being “Great!” What are you going to do about it? What is one thing He has spoken to you to place into action?
2. There are many lessons to learn from Pr Bill’s messages. For example, 98 ºC is not enough to transform water from liquid form into steam. Being close is not enough, we need to be connected to our power source. We also have a clearer and deeper understanding of how the love of Christ compels us. Is it enough for us to embrace the change that happens at 100 ºC? Do we see (from our hearts instead from our eyes and minds) the needs around us or are they somewhat shielded from us by our busyness and indifference? What can you do about it? Are you ready for that change? See a need, meet it. See a hurt, heal it!
