Application Questions

1. How does land or property ownership impact your identity and belonging to Malaysia? Would you feel the same way, if you were alienated in your traditional or customary lands?
2. How do you respond to the way indigenous people express their sense of powerlessness over issues pertaining to their land rights and claims? Especially when big businesses and politics are linked?
3. What can we do to be in solidarity with indigenous people on land rights’ claims as many of whom are Christians in Sabah, Sarawak and among the Orang Asli of Peninsular Malaysia? Can they claim the lands as their inheritance as Joshua and his people did?

4. How can we assist indigenous people in developing their land so that they can harvest the fruits of the land and move themselves out of poverty and low income?

As you are preparing for this session, this is a great time to pray that the Holy Spirit will guide you to use the questions efficaciously. You can select, modify or entirely create your own questions, according to the needs of your CG.
