Application Questions

1. Did you have any preconceived idea about speaking in tongues in the past that prevented you from exercising this gift? What were you taught and what has changed for you since last weekend? If status quo, share why.   
2. Please explain the difference between  public tongue and a prayer tongue.
3. For 1 Cor. 14:14-15, what do these two verses mean? What is the purpose of praying and singing in the spirit (tongues)? Interpret that in the light of verses 2 and 4.
4. Those of you who have received this prayer tongue, share with the group your experience and what that did for you?
5. Why do you think the Apostle Paul in 1 Cor. 14:5 wished for everyone to speak in tongues? What about prophecy? Do you practice this as well?
6. From Eph. 6:14-18, praying in the Spirit is part and parcel of spiritual training with the armour of God. How does this passage change your perception about the use of this prayer tongue? How can you make it a part of your spiritual training? (Meaning, how often do you think you need to pray in the Spirit?)
