Application Questions

1. What is the most significant thing the Holy Spirit spoke to you about through this sermon?
2. Share how regular you are in doing your Quiet Time (QT). What is your motivation (or lack of it) in doing your QT? What do you hope to achieve out of it? Do you journal your QT? Why is journaling important?
3. Share what you do in your QT and what Bible reading program you are using. From the sermon, describe the suggested steps. When and where is your favourite time and place for your QT?
4. Share some experiences and encounters with God you have as a result of your QT. Or share a recent interesting journaling thought.
5. Make a commitment in your CG to hold each other accountable in your QT. Decide on a minimum per week and be creative in how to encourage your members to spend time with God. For example:

· In your CG WhatsApp group, have different ones share a journaling thought everyday through the week.
· Daily hashtag #HaveYouDoneYourQT
· At every CG meeting, go one round for each person to share a brief journaling thought.
· Have accountability partners for your members for their commitment to QT.
