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	WORSHIP (Praise and Prayer)



a) Turmoil in the Middle East
Chaos brews in the Middle East. Tensions between Iran and the U.S. continue to rise, leaving many around the world searching for peace amidst chaos.
Pray:
· For believers in the Middle East to be faithful and honour Christ no matter what happens in their lives. 
· For wisdom for those who face war and persecution – to know when to change their location and their circumstances. 
· That their faith would stand strong and they would hear the voice of God in all their circumstances. 
· That the stories of God’s faithfulness to believers in the region in centuries past will help believers introduce their neighbours to Christianity.

b) Malaysia – Year of Prayer 2020. Light Up Malaysia: Your Kingdom Come
Pray For:
· Revival of the Church - For the Holy Spirit to work in the hearts of every Christian: not only be hearers of the Word, but doers also, deepening our relationships with Jesus Christ, and manifesting His love and compassion. 
· Revival of Indigenous Church - That the indigenous church be strong and courageous and have a deep love for the Word of God.
· Transformation of the Nation - For government leaders to be steadfast on this long road of recovery to bring the nation back on the path of God’s justice, righteousness and compassion, and for wisdom and strength to rebuild and restore its broken systems (1 Timothy 2:2).

c) Chinese New Year
Pray for the Chinese in our nation:
· Ask God to open their hearts to the Good News of Jesus Christ and turn them to worship Him. 
· For love, acceptance, forgiveness, healing and reconciliation to take place among family and friends, and meaningful times of renewal and deepening of relationships. 
· Safety and protection for lives and property, and for all travellers during this festive season.

BIG IDEA: “Just do it, you will be blessed.”

Reflection & Application Questions: 

1. It is a careful reminder that good works are not the cause of salvation, but they are the result of it. What has God been speaking to you recently in your spiritual walk, calling or purpose? How can you be an impact to your family, friends and workplace?
